Dear Brothers and Sisters:

MEMBERSHIP DUES INCREASE:

At the International Convention in September, a $2.00 increase in dues was approved to the International per capita of membership
dues. This will increase dues to $38.00 per month effective January 1, 2012. Local 115 keeps $9.00 of this and the other $29.00 goes
to International with $15.00 per month to the per capita and $14.00 per month to the International pension. Please be advised that
for those members paying dues via automatic withdrawal from their bank accounts, the dues increase will take place automatically
when they begin paying dues for 2012 — no further notice will be given. Any questions regarding dues payment may be directed to
Beate at the Union Hall.

OUT-OF-WORK RULES REMINDERS:

1. Upon local area layoff, the members name goes on the bottom of the out-of-work list, provided that the member has been
working locally for more then 30 working days.
When a member has worked less than 30 working days, the member’s name moves down the out-of-work list one place for
each day worked. However, when a member works 4-9’s (36 hours) it counts as 5 places because the total hours worked is
the same as someone working 4-8 and 1-4.
Member’s working in another I.B.E.W. Local outside of Local 115’s jurisdiction; keep their name on the out-of-work list. A
member is not called for in-town (within 115’s jurisdiction) for work unless manpower in that unit is exhausted. This is at
the discretion of the Business Agent.
APPRENTICES AT TRADE SCHOOL:
If the apprentice is going back to his/her current employer after trade school, his/her name doesn’t go on the out-of-work
list.
If the apprentice is not going back to his/her current employer after trade school, his/her name goes on the out-of-work list
when he/she notifies the Union hall that they are attending trade school.
